All persons registered are expected to be present for the entire event and stay at the Texas Wesleyan University campus.  If there is an emergency, you will need to visit with me before you leave.  We are required by the General Board of Ministry to meet contact hour requirements.

The setting is relaxed and informal.  You will not need any dress clothes.  Bring comfortable attire--especially comfortable walking shoes.  Also be sure to bring:

· Bible, writing pad, pens, etc.

· Sheets (twin bed), pillow, towels, face cloths, etc.

· Personal toiletries

· Change for vending machines
· Worship planning materials (Hymnals, Book of Worship, etc.), musical instruments

Every student will be required to preach a 10-12 minute sermon (no longer) during the school. Prepare your sermon using the text of your choice. You must prepare your sermon before you come to school. There will be little time for preparation during the school.

All students will need to have read By Water and the Spirit, a United Methodist Understanding of Baptism and This Holy Mystery, a United Methodist Understanding of Holy Communion before coming to Licensing School.  Both are available for download at the General Board of Discipleship Web site.
