Grant-In-Aid Fund Requirements
Grant-In-Aid Funds are designed to aid students studying for Ministry in the United Methodist Church. It is expected that those receiving funds will repay the Grant through years of service in the Ministry of the United Methodist Church. Should the recipient NOT serve, Aid monies are expected to be paid back.

Grant-In-Aid Rates

Rates effective Fall Semester 2009:

United Methodist Seminaries



$200 per semester hour








$100 per semester book/fee grant

Non-United Methodist Seminaries


$100 per semester hour

(approved by the UM University Senate)

Undergraduate Schools



$150 per semester

(approved by the UM University Senate)

Not to exceed $300 per year

This grant-in-aid money is provided through the Ministerial Education Fund (MEF), an apportioned fund for every local United Methodist congregation.  It is given only to certified candidates for ordained ministry who intend to render 1 Year of Service as a full member of the Central Texas Conference for each year they receive Grant-In-Aid Funds.  Student must be certified prior to the beginning of the semester for which funds are requested.
This money is provided in addition to other financial aid your seminary or university/college may provide, providing that the total amount received does not exceed your financial need, i.e., the aid amount granted will never exceed the balance remaining.  Receipts for tuition, fees and books must be submitted with request, along with a class schedule for the semester.  If Grant-In-Aid has been provided previously, a copy of the transcript  for the last semester for which Grant-in-Aid was received must also be attached.  Application must be signed by appropriate District Superintendent.
Grant-In-Aid funds may qualify for exclusion from taxable income.  Please consult your tax professional for further clarification.

Funds are provided one semester at a time and are available no more than 30 days prior to the start of a semester.

Application for funds must be made on the appropriate Request for Grant-In-Aid form and returned by mail with original signatures of applicant and appropriate District Superintendent to:
